[..] It was agreed that Mr J.Cakste shall be President of the delegation, Mr Z.Meierovics —
2"d delegate plenipotentiary. For politico-scientific assignments, a commission is
appointed consisting of Messrs. H.Simsons and M.Skujenieks; for the consideration of
economic, especially agricultural matters, a commission is appointed consisting of Messrs.
V.Skubins and A.Brémers. The treasury is entrusted to Mr A.Brémers, management of the
secretariat —to Mr O.Grosvalds, and management of publicity sections —to Mr J.Seskis. [..]

Excerpt from Minutes No 46 of the meeting of the Latvian delegation
Paris, 19 April 1919

[..] Cakste reports that, at 9 a.m. on 18 April, the delegation received the first telegram
about the German coup d Etat in Liepaja; the second telegram came at 5 p.m. At 5 p.m. on
18 April, Cakste and Meierovics called on General Foch, but did not find him in. They were
received by General Le Rond, Chief of Staff to Foch [..] On the basis of the information
received, a letter was drawn up, briefly presenting demands and steps to be taken on the
part of the Allies to suppress the insurgency and prevent German influence in Latvia in
future and to expedite Latvia’s liberation from the Bolsheviks. The delegation decides to
submit, without further delay, this letter — note to about 25 most prominent diplomatic
representatives in Paris [..]

THE 1 H COU

From ancient times the Letts have been established on the shores of the Baltic,
from the port of Ainazi on the eastern bank of the Gull of Riga, down to Palanga,
which lies on the frontier between Prussia and Courland.

The following districts are inhabited by compact masses of Letts :
Courland, with an area of 27, km?;

The 4 southern d of the province of Livonia (Riga. Wenden, Wolmar,
Walk), with an ar 2,570.9 km?;

Latgale, which consists of the 3 north-western districts of the province of Wi-
tebsk (Daugavpils, Rezekne, Lu dze), with an area of 13 km?.

Latvia, which is divided into 17 districts, covers an area of 63,299 km?, not includ-
ing the inland lakes; including the inland lakes, it covers an area of 64,196 km*.

Latvia is considerably larger than Denmark (38,969 km* ) and Holland (34,186 km?),

yium (29,451 km?) are much smaller than Latvia.

Parts of the frontier of Latvia are identical with the administrative frontiers of the
provinces and districts of the old Russian Empire. The western, and part of the
northern frontiers, are formed by the Baltic Sea and the Gulf of Riga. Of the total
1777 km. of frontier, the maritime frontier is 519 km. long. The southern fron-
tier is the same as the administrative frontier of Courland; in the east it is formed
by the eastern administrative frontier of the district of Ludze, and in the north, by
the northern frontiers of the districts of Wolmar and of Walk, where Latvia joins
the districts of Pernau, Fellin and W

In the north, Latvia is separated from Esthonia by 308 km. of frontier; in the east,
in the 'I)l'uviur:u of Pskoll, it is separated from Greal-Russia by a length of 168 km.;
in the south-east, 177 km. of the frontier runs between Latvia and White-Russia,

and in the south, 605 km. between Latvia and Lithuani

Sir Esme Howard. In response to demands put forward by the Latvian delegation
[..]However, the main demand from Latvia — for a more complete recognition of its
independence — cannot be met at this instant. Allied Powers are of the opinion that
Latvia’s status cannot be finally determined without the consent of the Russian
government [..] The Allies should close ranks, while also seeking understanding with Russia

Next, Zigfrids Anna Meierovics takes the floor.

Next, Zigfrids Anna Meierovics takes the floor.

[..] he points out that Latvia occupies the same position vis-a-vis Russia as Finland
and therefore the Allies, in the opinion of the Latvian delegation, should decide
Latvia’s future in the same way it had determined the future of Finland. We
resolutely reject the opinion as though Latvia’s destiny depended on the All Russian
Constituent Assembly. The question of Latvia should at least be treated as an
international one. [..]
