INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENTS OF THE REPUBLIC OF LATVIA



P&c neatkaribas pasludinasanas 1918. gada 18. novembrl

Latvijas Republika 1921. gada 22. septembri kluva par Tautu
Savienibas un Starptautiskas Darba organizacijas pilntiesigu
locekli. 1921. gada vasara Latvija pievienojas speka esosajam
vispasaules pasta, telegrafa un radiotelegrafa konvencijam. No
1921. Iidz 1940. gadam Latvija pievienojas 137 kolektivas
konvencijam, tomér 23 no tam dazadu apstaklu dél nestajas
spcka. Latvija starpkaru posma spéka bija 114 kolektivas
konvencijas, bija noslégti 18 ligumi ar vairakam valstim
vienlaicigi un 253 divpusgjie ligumi ar 35 valstim. Ligumi
regulgja valstij svarigakos politiskos, saimnieciskos, satiksmes,
tirdznieciskos, konsularos wun starptautiskas sadarbibas
jautajumus. Ligumus ratificgja Satversmes sapulce, vélak
Saeima, un no 1935. gada maija — Ministru kabinets. P&c
ratific€Sanas tos registr&ja Tautu Savienibas
Generalsekretariats.

Kops 1990. gada 4. maija deklaracijas ,,Par Latvijas Republikas
neatkaribas atjaunoSanu” piepemsanas Latvija pievienojusies
vairak neka 450 daudzpusgjiem ligumiem un noslégusi vairak
neka 800 divpusgjos ligumus.

After declaring independence on 18 November 1918, the state
of Latvia first concluded agreements with Estonia and
Lithuania on arranging loans and on boundary delimitation.
This also meant mutual de facto recognition of Latvia, Estonia
and Lithuania. The Peace Treaty between Latvia and Russia of
11 August 1920 and the Preliminary Agreement on the
Resumption of Relations between Latvia and Germany of
15 July 1920 had a major international importance.

At the session of the Constituent Assembly on 18 February
1921, Foreign Minister Zigfrids Anna Meierovics reported on
the de iure recognition of Latvia. One of the fundamental
foreign policy tasks he brought forward was "to create closer
links with foreign countries by entering into international
agreements with them".

Latvia became a full member of the League of Nations and the
International Labour Organisation on 22 September 1921. In
summer 1921, Latvia acceded to the universal postal
convention and international telegraph and radio telegraph
conventions then in force. From 1921 to 1940, Latvia joined
137 collective conventions; however, 23 of those never took
effect. In the interwar period, 114 collective conventions were
in force in Latvia, while 18 agreements had been concluded
with several countries simultaneously, and 253 bilateral
agreements — with 35 countries. The agreements regulated key
matters in politics, economy, transport, commerce, consular
affairs and international cooperation. The agreements were
ratified by the Constituent Assembly, later, by the Saeima
(Parliament) and from May 1935 onwards — by the Cabinet of
Ministers. Following ratification, the agreements were
registered by the Secretariat General of the League of Nations.

Since the adoption of the Declaration of 4 May 1990 "On the
Restoration of Independence of the Republic of Latvia", Latvia
has joined more than 450 multilateral treaties and signed more
than 800 bilateral agreements. The agreements are concluded
on matters regulating relations between states in the fields such
as environmental protection, transport, legal assistance, social
security, combating crime, tax relief, protection of classified
information, cooperation in culture, art, science, education,
sports etc. Agreements are ratified by the Saeima. Once they
have taken effect, the agreements are registered by the
Secretariat of the United Nations.

International agreements have become a habitual practice in the
bilateral relations of states. Some of the contemporary
international agreements of most importance for Latvia are the
agreement of 1991 on Latvia's membership of the United
Nations, the 2003 protocol to the North Atlantic Treaty on the
accession of Latvia to NATO and the 2003 Treaty of the
Accession of Latvia to the European Union.

Agreements concluded during the interwar period are stored in
the Latvian State Historical Archives of the National Archives
of Latvia (LVVA), but those signed since 4 May 1990 — at the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Latvia.

International agreements are concluded by Latvia in writing, in
accordance with provisions of public international law with
foreign countries and other subjects of international law.

International treaties are bilateral and multilateral (in terms of
the number of signatory parties), interstate or
intergovernmental (depending on the subjects of law — parties
to the treaty). Treaties can also be signed with international
organisations.

Peace treaties, treaties on the fundamental principles of
relations between states, treaties on the borders of the Republic
of Latvia, treaties on the membership of the Republic of Latvia
in economic, military and political unions are concluded in the
form of interstate agreements.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs keeps the originals of
international agreements — or their certified copies, where
under the provisions of an international agreement its original is
kept only at the depository of that international agreement.

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Co-operation of Latvia with the North Atlantic Treaty
Organisation (NATO) began on 20 December 1991 when
Latvia became a member of the newly-established North
Atlantic Cooperation Council.

In 1994, Latvia joined the Partnership for Peace Program
initiated by NATO, the aim of which was to supplement
political dialogue with a practical military co-operation
programme.

At the NATO Heads of State and Government Summit in
Prague, the Czech Republic, on 21 November 2002, Latvia and
six other candidate countries were invited to accede to NATO.
This launched the final stage of preparations in advance of
Latvia's becoming a full member of NATO on 29 March 2004.

On 27 October 1995, Latvia filed an official application for
accession to the European Union. The European Council in
Helsinki on 10 December 1999, in the light of a European
Commission recommendation, adopted a decision on opening
accession negotiations with Latvia. Official talks began in
2000.

The European Council in Copenhagen on 13 December 2002
adopted a decision on completing accession negotiations with
ten EU candidate states, including Latvia. The European
Parliament voted on the issue on 9 April 2003. Latvia became
an EU member state on 1 May 2004.
