Annex 2

Latvia’s international obligations

During the reporting period the Republic of Latvia has adhered to several international instruments in the area of elimination of discrimination:

· On December 13, 2007, the Treaty of Lisbon was signed. Article 6 of the Treaty of Lisbon provides that the European Union shall recognise the rights, freedoms and principles set out in the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union of December 7, 2000, which shall have the same legal value as the Treaty of Lisbon, although the text of the Charter of Fundamental Rights is not included in the Treaty of Lisbon. The Law on the Treaty of Lisbon amending the Treaty on European Union and the Treaty establishing the European Community entered into the force in the Republic of Latvia on May 29, 2008.

· On March 6, 2007, by the order of the Cabinet of Ministers No 135 „On Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions” the Government of the Republic of Latvia supported Latvia’s accession to the Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions.
· On March 2, 2006, the Council of Europe Framework Convention on the Value of Cultural Heritage for Society was ratified.

· On May 31, 2005, the Council of Europe Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities was ratified.

Educational and informative activities for promotion of gender equality in

2004 - 2008 (till June 30, 2008)


Within the framework of the education system activities, several study and methodical materials have been developed for the schoolchildren of primary and secondary schools:

1) videos have been prepared for all age groups, including accompanying methodical recommendations for pedagogues;

2) interactive game for the youngsters „Men and women – what are we?”;

3) guidelines for the school textbook developers „Integrating gender equality principles in the textbooks” and guidelines for the textbook evaluation from the gender equality perspective;

4) additional education programme for pedagogues „Approach and working methods to ensure equal opportunities for boys and girls” and the exercise book for the participants of the additional education programme;

5) 34 seminars were organized to raise the professional qualification of the pedagogues;

6) 10 cinema shows were performed across Latvia, where the videos „Family formula” and „Strong in their choice”, which were developed within the project, were demonstrated to the secondary school children.  The characters in these movies talk about duty distribution within the family, as well as whether the gender is the primary criterion to choose profession;

7) information on gender equality issues has been broadcasted in the national television programmes.

In order to increase the society awareness on gender equality, the social advertising campaign and other society information activities were conducted.  The campaign was aimed to critically approach most common perceptions of daily responsibility distribution for men and women:

1) 8 meetings with women were conducted in the country regions on the topics related to the gender equality;

2) the conferences „The role of society information campaigns in reducing the gender inequality”, for private enterprises - „Gender equality index” were organized.  Their purpose was to popularise the equal opportunities politics and work and family life harmonisation measures within the private sector;

3) during the public action „Our hands against the violence” well-known sportsmen and other residents left their palm prints on the public stand to express their protest against violence against women.  956 palm prints were made during this action; 

4) in 2006, the public lecture of the women rights defender Michael Kaufman was organized on the topic of reducing the violence of men against women. M.Kaufman also led the seminar on drafting the action plan to reduce the violence against women by involving boys and men;

5) Television programmes were prepared during the course of society information strategy campaign. In order to implement the information strategy campaign budgetary allocation in the amount of 368,344 LVL was made.
